
WBA Dress Code 
 

 
Shirts: 

• Plain polo's (no brand logo's) 
• Colors: white, burgundy, heather grey 
• You will need at least 1 polo with our embroidered logo from French Toast 
• To order: Go to www.mywestside.org, ministries, and Westside Baptist Academy.  Click 

on the French Toast icon, this will take you to the site with our school code auto-filled. 
• Jr./Sr. High boys must wear a school colored dress shirt & tie on Chapel days. Tie must 

be within the school colors – burgundy, grey, or a combination of the two. 

Boys Pants: 

• Khaki style pants in black, grey or tan. All boys must wear a black or brown belt. 

 
Girls Skirts & Dresses: 
 

• All skirts and dresses must be full, modest and cover the knee when sitting 
• Skirt/romper/dress colors: black, tan and burgundy 

 
Elementary School Shoes: 

• Tennis shoes are acceptable in elementary school.  Traditional characters are ok. 

 
Junior & Senior High School Shoes: 
 

• Girls:  Girls should wear some sort of dress shoe.  Heels are not to exceed two inches  
  in height. Boots are not acceptable. 
• Boys: Dress shoes, Hush Puppies, loafers, etc. are acceptable. 
  ***Tennis shoes are NOT permitted in Jr/Sr High 

 
PE: 

•   BOYS: 
o Along with the required PE shirt, boys in grades 6th through12th must wear black sweat 

pants, full shorts to the knee, or wind pants, athletic socks, and tennis shoes. 
o Boys in elementary school must wear the required P.E. shirt and must have tennis 

shoes. 
o We will be ordering and sending home PE t-shirts a few weeks into the school 

year.  Until you receive your PE t-shirt, please send a plain colored t-shirt along with the 
shorts on PE days. 

• GIRLS: 
o All girls must school approved PE culottes, P.E. shirt, athletic socks and tennis 

shoes.
